Cost and Participation
The cost for the 3 day event is $125
An additional charge of $25 will be assessed if your spot is not left in the exact same condition as when you found it.
Location and position on Main Street will be determined on a first-come-first-serve basis. The festival planning committee will reserve the right to keep alike vendors separate. We will do our best to accommodate your needs, but prime locations will go to those that commit first.
To participate in this years farmer's market please make out a cheque payable to The Peninsula's Tastiest Party (Details Below). Your fee is non refundable as of August 31, 2011
Guidelines for Participation
As part of the agreement between the Festival Committee and food vendors the market vendors cannot sell products that are for immediate consumption. All processed products must be sold in a package or basket with the intention that it be taken home by the customer and then consumed. All products sold must be locally grown or produced and are not to be packaged for immediate consumptions. Please be aware that exclusivity cannot be guaranteed.
All vendors are required to bring a string or 2 of white lights for the tent as well as an outdoor extension cord for evening hours of the Festival.
Selection Criteria 
Applications will receive consideration based on the following:
· Date application was received 
· Completed application
· Type of Local Product
· Payment included
· Space availability 
Site Clean-Up
Upon completion of the Festival, you are responsible for removing your products, waste, and returning the site to its pre-festival condition. This must be completed immediately upon closing of the Festival on October 2nd, 2011 at 5:00pm.
Vendors are responsible for their individual sites. Garbage must be put in designated pick up areas. It is the responsibility of the vendors to remove all garbage from the designated area. Vendors must leave their site as they found it: clear of all garbage. The vendors are also responsible for repacking the tents provided.
Security
Festival Security will patrol the grounds during the event as well as overnight. However, they cannot provide 24-hour security presence solely for the vendors. Therefore, we recommend that vendors cover their booths at night and/or remove items. 
Duties of the Vendor
It is the Vendor's sole responsibility to comply with all Region of Niagara Public Health Guidelines and complete and return the attached Health Form as part of this application.
